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Creative Sound Studios recently installed a 
Euphonix CS3000 mixing desk in Control 
Room One.

It is 
integrated with the ProTools|HD 2 Accel 
system in that room and gives them 32 
separate inputs into ProTools and 24 
separate outputs.  The board is now fully 
commissioned and has been christened by 
the band New Kind of Talk, a jazz group 
that recently tracked a number of songs at
